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Whatôs new in Skyfire? 
 
The 1.0 release of the Skyfire mobile browser contains the following new features 
and enhancements: 
 

¶ Thumbnail interaction. You can now click on links without having to zoom in 
first.  This is especially handy for the newer larger screen phones.  

¶ Improved Zoom. Double-tap or double-click to zoom over any element, 
including links, images or videos. The zoom interaction is also smoother and 
more responsive. When you zoom you get immediately readable text. 

¶ Fast Start. The Superbar will be shown as quickly as possible, allowing you to 
immediately type where you want to navigate, even before the start page is 
loaded.  

¶ Enhanced navigation, including back, forward, and shortcut controls. Also, 
when you navigate back or forward, you are returned to the last view (e.g. the 
zoom level and specific portion of the page). 

¶ Reconnect to last state. When Skyfire disconnects after being idle, upon 
reconnect it will reload the same page - regardless of how long you have been 
away. 

¶ Improved page handling, especially for AJAX-intensive sites such as 
Facebook and Gmail. Also pages with iframes are handled better..  
 

Version 1.0 retains key functionality from 0.9 that is worth highlighting: 
 

¶ Integration with Twitter and Facebook. You can add Facebook and Twitter 
accounts to Skyfire, allowing you to follow news feeds and Twitter streams in 
real-time. You can also share web pages with Twitter and Facebook friends 
with just one click. 

¶ RSS feeds on start page. You can now follow RSS feeds from the start page, 
and add custom feeds.  

¶ Enhanced text readability. Text size is adapted automatically for large text 
areas to allow articles to be read without the need to scroll horizontally. 

¶ On Windows Mobile phones, you can set Skyfire as your default browser. 

¶ Enhanced inline text entry allows you to more easily complete web forms 
right within a page. You automatically move to the next form element (text 
field, list, radio button, or checkbox) after you have made a form entry using 
the óOKô or óEnterô keys.   

¶ Use our handy Superbar to perform a search or enter a URL from a single 
field ï itôs a great time and space saver. As always we provide search results 
from Google.   

¶ Content download allows you to download images and other content from 
most web pages.   
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The Skyfire Start Page 
 
After you launch the Skyfire browser and the initial loading sequence is complete, 
you will land on the start page. From the start page, you can quickly perform a 
variety of tasks.

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How can I zoom in on a web page? 
 
When you go to a website, you first see a thumbnail style overview of the page. 
The thumbnail is a snapshot of the web page, as it would appear on your 
standard desktop or laptop computer. From here, you can move around the page 
and interact with links and text fields, and double-tap to zoom in on an area that 
interests you. 
 

 
 

u Double-tap with your stylus or finger or double-click the center button of 
the navigation key to zoom. Use your deviceôs navigation controls (or 
drag with your stylus) to move to the area of the page where you want to 
zoom. 
 

v Skyfire will zoom into areas of interest and fit it to the width of the 
screen. For images and videos it will attempt to fit the viewable area 
either to width or height. Double-tap to zoom in on an area that interests 
you.  When you have zoomed in as far as you can, double-tap to zoom 
back out.  
 

w You can return to thumbnail view by selecting the Zoom - left soft-key.

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How can I adjust the zoom level on a web page? 
 
You can manually adjust the zoom level if the automatic zoom does not provide 
an adequate frame. You can zoom in on specific elements within a web page. 
You can also zoom back out to get an overall view of a page and see a specific 
area within the context of the full page. See ñHow can I zoom in on a web page?ò 
for more information on using contextual zoom. 
 

  
 
 

u Double-tap with your stylus to zoom in or out.  
 

uv To fine tune the zoom level, you can tap the custom zoom buttons.

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What do the Skyfire toolbar buttons do?

You can tap in the search area of the toolbar to 
launch the Superbar, from where you can perform a web search or access a web 
site.

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How can I register with Skyfire?

| Web Search or URL. You can also launch the Superbar by pressing the ó2ô 
shortcut button on your device or by scrolling to the top of the page.  
 

  
 

u If the Superbar is not visible, tap in the toolbar search field to launch it. 
Using your device keyboard, start typing a search term or URL in the 
Superbar. 
 

v An auto-complete list features the most used search terms. It greatly 
reduces the need for typing.

Skyfire allows you to navigate back and forward through web pages that you 
have already opened in the current session. When you navigate back or forward 
on the browser, you are always brought to the same viewport you were on 
before, i.e. you will be returned to that page at the same location on the page and 
at the same zoom level as before.

u Tap the Back button, or Menu | Navigation | Back, to return to the 
previous state. 
 
For example, a previous state might be a thumbnail view or a normal 
view of a Web page that you had zoomed in on.

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How do I interact with content? 
 
Dragging the stylus around the device screen drags the display to another part of 
the web page. If Drag Controls have been turned on, when you drag the stylus 
across the page, two icons appear briefly in the upper-right corner of the screen.

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How does text entry work on Skyfire? 
 
Entering text into forms is easy with Skyfire. 
 

 
 

u Select the first form field by tapping in the field. You can also enter a 
field by using your deviceôs navigation keys and pressing the center 
select button.

v Press your deviceôs center select button to automatically submit the text 
to the page and move to the next field in the form.  
 
While you are completing a Web form, if the next form field is outside the 
current screen view, Skyfire will automatically move that page area into 
view.  
 
You can use your deviceôs up and down navigation buttons to move 
between text fields. The right and left navigation keys help you to move 
back and forth within a line of text. 
 
Note: This is also true for multi-line text entry fields ï óupô on the first line 
and ódownô at the last line will move you out of the text entry field, while 
left and right will help you to move within the text entry field. Tapping OK 
or pressing Enter will insert a new line into the text entry field.

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How do I download web content? 
 
Skyfire lets you download images and other downloadable content to your 
device, or to a storage card attached to your device.  
 
Download will work for most sites. At this time, Skyfire is not enabled to 
download content that is password protected or behind a firewall.

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Can I share web content via SMS? 
 
Yes, you can share web content by sending a link to your current web page via

The SMS application is launched, with a new message ready to be sent. 
The body of the new message contains a shortened version of the URL 
of the web page you are sharing. 
 
You can add or change text in the message if you wish. Enter the 
address of the person you want to share with and send the SMS.  
 
Note: As this feature uses your phoneôs built-in SMS function, data 
charges may apply.  
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What is the mobile site indicator? 
 
If a website also has a mobile version, Skyfire will let you know that there is a 
mobile alternative. To do this, Skyfire displays a subtle link at the top left of the 
web page. You can tap on this link to access the mobile version of the page. 
 
The Mobile Site Support Indicator is turned on by default. You can turn it off in 
the Skyfire Settings.

u Browse to a website that has a mobile version. 
 
Skyfire displays a Mobile Version link at the top of the page. 
 

v Tap Mobile Version to go to the mobile version of the site. 
 

w To turn off Mobile Site Indicator, tap Menu | Settings | Advanced

Uncheck the Hint for mobile version of pages option and tap Done. 
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How do I add and remove bookmarks? 
 
Skyfire allows you to add, edit and remove bookmarks to your favorite websites. 
 

               
 
 

u Open the web page you want to bookmark and tap Menu | Actions | Add 
Bookmark. Alternatively you can use the ô4ô key on your phone as a 
shortcut.  
 
The selected page has now been bookmarked. 
 

v To view and open your bookmarks, tap Menu | Navigation | Bookmarks.  
 
This brings you to the Bookmarks tab on the Skyfire start page. Your 
new bookmarks are automatically added to the óUnsortedô category. 
 

w To remove a bookmark, on the Bookmarks tab, tap Edit, select the 
bookmark you want to delete, and tap Delete. 
 

x To edit a bookmark, on the Bookmarks tab, tap Edit, select the 
bookmark you want to edit, and tap Keep at the end of the current 
bookmark title. 
 

¶ Make changes to the bookmark title in the Title field. 

¶ Edit the bookmark URL in the URL field, or 

¶ Select the Skyfire Bookmark tab on which you want to display the 
bookmark from the list of available tabs.
